With more than 30 years of history, the
Global Studies Major (GS) started its innovative challenge in 2011. GS offers English curriculums and
welcomes students from overseas which add value to our unique and diverse learning environment.

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The program is designed to be flexible, with students able to design their
learning programs based on their interests and career goals. In the first year,
students take a range of introductory and academic skills courses, which
develop a foundation for their studies. From the second year, students start
their study of core and area studies courses from the list detailed below.
Second year students also take part in the hands-on Global Simulation
Gaming, a class taken together with Japanese-based students. They
continue to deepen their studies in the third year, particularly through the
research focused Advanced Seminar, before writing their graduation thesis in
their fourth year.
